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Memorandum of Understanding

On Joint Candidature of Slovakia and Austria 
for the EIT-Headquarters 

Concerning the joint application of Vienna and Bratislava for the EIT-headquarters the following agreement has been reached between the Minister HAHN and Deputy Prime Minister and Minister MIKOLAJ on 27 March 2008:
1. Bratislava and Vienna will jointly apply for the headquarters of the EIT.
2. The joint application is characterized by the concept of a “Twin City”; to that effect, the four bodies of the EIT (Governing Board, Executive Committee, Director, Internal Auditing Function) will be equally divided between Bratislava and Vienna.
3. The location of the Governing Board will be in Bratislava. The ordinary sessions of the Governing Board will be held in Bratislava (according to Article 3 of the Statutes of the EIT). However, the Governing Board may convene extraordinary sessions outside Bratislava.
4. To ensure all activities including the meetings of the Governing Board, a secretariat responsible for the organisational aspects of all activities including the meetings will be located in Bratislava. This secretariat will ensure all activities including the meetings of the Governing Board, no matter where it meets, and provides a link to the Viennese office.
5. In practical terms, Slovakia will finance the Bratislava-based secretariat infrastructure. 
6. The location of the Internal Auditing Function will also be in Bratislava.

7. The Executive Director and the Executive Committee will be located in Vienna. Austria will finance the Vienna-based infrastructure of the EIT headquarters.
8. Austria and Slovakia will offer the secondment of up to 5 National Experts each to the EIT-headquarters.
